3. If you can have correct change for registering that would make the process much quicker.  
4. Anyone can help in the office. Let someone know that you can help and you will be shown 
what to do. 
 I don’t want to have to stand in the line at 6.25 and turn people away. Every person that registers 
late affects our race start time. We are all volunteers at the club and would like your help to 
make the job of running a race night to be as smooth and easy as possible. Don’t make it hard for 
us. 
 We are getting new members signing up each week and I reckon it’s great to see the older 
members helping them out with their questions and giving advice. Thankyou very much to all the 
new members who have jumped into official positions on race night. I know it seems daunting at 
first but it really helps share the load. New members should be advised also that leaving your 
children unattended at the track is not permitted. If you must go away ensure a guardian is 
appointed in your absence. This includes coaching, training and racing.  
 Our working bees are the last Saturday of the month so the next one is 26th April. We have 
some big projects to get through this year before the State Titles so every little bit helps. The 
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gates will be open from 9 am Saturday 26th and some of the jobs are whipper snipping, toilet 
block cleanout, and track repair.  
 No racing on ANZAC Day but we’ll back into it on the 2nd May.
